In knittung, how you begin the first
row will determine your success with
the rest of the stitches. In fact, you can
expect to start all over again if you find
out later that you began incorrectly.

Prime time is a term used by the televi-
sion industry to denote the time when
the audience is potentially at its larg-
est.
